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BEIRA AIRPORT
We installed two cabinets with 10 

servers into Beira airport to 

include an:

ÅAFTN message switch

ÅFDMS

ÅFull AIS system

The two cabinets provide dual 

redundancy so if one side fails 

the other side can take over

There are 13 terminals installed, 

12 with AFTN, 4 with the AIS 

system added, 2 with FDMS 

added and one for pilot briefing.
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Beira is the central AFTN switch in 

Mozambique providing 

communications for Tete, Quelimane, 

Chimoio, Nampula, Lichinga and 

Pemba via a VSAT link to Jôburg. 

Maputo is a mini switch providing 

AFTN for Vilanculos and Inhambane.

On the left is a map of the country 

showing all of the internal links, red 

showing connections from Beira, 

Green showing the connections from 

Maputo, Yellow showing the VSAT 

links to Jôburg and Blue is the 

connection between Beira and Maputo 

providing dual redundancy on the 

VSAT links to Jôburg
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Maputo has a mini switch 

installed, which has 2 internal 

serial lines to AFTN terminals in 

buildings nearby, 5 internal IP 

connections to terminals in the 

airport and 2 external TCP/IP 

connections over the WAN to 

Vilanculos and Inhambane.

Switch and two terminals (Left) Maputo tower (above)
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Quelimane and Tete also have a mini 

switch installed as 4 terminals are 

located both of the airports. All of the 

airports connect to through the WAN 

provided by TDM (national telephone 

network). The connections are 

tunnelled through a VPN and are 

completely separate from any other 

network and is inaccessible from 

outside of the VPN
